
that should look in our daily 

lives.  

The „Minister‟s Manual‟ of 

1st and 2nd Timothy covers the 

same teachings except the 

applications are more specific.  

Paul knows that Timothy does-

n‟t need to go back over the 

teachings of Romans 12; he 

needs specifics on how to han-

dle specific problems.  Tim 

needed his mentor to speak 

unambiguously, 

leaving no ques-

tions unanswered.  

Paul knew Tim was 

asking a great 

question and Tim 

was going to wait 

for the answer.  

For Paul, this must 

have been like 

hearing the song 

birds singing close 

by; he must have 

felt the refreshing 

reinvigorating cool 

mist of the ocean on his 

parched and dry face.  His 

mentor was becoming the 

„Pastor-Teacher‟ God had 

called him to be. 

Paul talks to his protégé 

much like God talked to 

Joshua.  Both of these men are 

affirmed as God‟s chosen 

leaders.  Then they are ex-

horted to apply the authority 

given to them; not because of 

who they were but because of 

Hearing someone ask a 

good question and then wait 

for the answer, is like hearing 

the beautiful song of a bird 

that‟s perched on the bough 

of a nearby tree.  It‟s like 

feeling the cool mist of the 

ocean breeze on your face 

right after driving several 

hours through a scorching arid 

desert.  I love to hear good 

questions and especially so 

when I discern they really 

want an answer.  So often a 

question asked is only an at-

tempt to make a statement.  

The good kind of question 

came up a while back re-

garding the aptness of ladies 

speaking before our congre-

gation in church.  This is one of 

those great questions.  Thanks 

for asking and here is the an-

swer.  I will stick to 1 Timothy 

2 since that contains the verse 

at issue.  

Let me affirm that 1 Timo-

thy 2:12 is translated correctly.  

“I do not permit a woman 

to teach or to exercise author-

ity over a man; rather, she is to 

remain quiet.” 1 Timothy 2:12 (ESV)  

The Greek word translated 

„or‟ connects what could be 

called a paraprosdokian.  

That‟s a figure of speech in 

which the latter part of a sen-

tence or phrase is surprising 

or unexpected in a way that 

causes the reader or listener 

to reframe or reinterpret the 

first part.  This lets us know 

the issue Paul is concerning 

Tim about is that some 

women will usurp the author-

ity of the man in charge of 

the prayer and worship ser-

vice which is the „Pastor-

Teacher.‟   

1st and 2nd Timothy are a 

minister‟s manual written by 

Paul to a new Pastor he is 

mentoring.  Minis-

ter‟s Manuals are 

written very dif-

ferent than nov-

els.  Novels are 

story based while 

Minister‟s Manu-

als give as little 

information as 

possible about a 

large number of 

topics.  Paul talks 

to „Pastor-

Teacher‟ (Eph 4:11) 

Timothy differ-

ently than he talked to the 

general church.  Romans 

chapter 12 is where Paul 

covers this same material for 

the consumption of the 

church.  

The concern of both is a 

Christian‟s understanding 

and applying the issues of 

„authority and submission.‟  In 

Romans, Paul starts with the 

word picture of a „living sac-

rifice‟ and then shows how 

The Answer To Your Question?

the God who chose them 

and equipped them to 

work in His Church.  Both 

Josh and Tim had to re-

solve the „authority/

submission‟ issues in their 

own lives before they 

could lead God‟s people 

to resolution.  Ironically, 

neither of them had an 

issue with „submission to 

God‟; their problem was 

using the authority God 

had vested in them.  

Both Josh and Tim con-

fused humbleness and 

meekness with weakness.  

So, what Paul needs Tim to 

see is how it works when 

submission and authority 

and humbleness and meek-

ness look when they are all 

placed in a caldron; stirred 

together.  

Tim sinks a dipper into 

the caldron‟s mixture and 

draws it out filled to the 

brim.  As he pours the mix-

ture out, he sees clearly 

that the issue is not about 

„women verses men,‟ it‟s 

about God‟s love and com-

passion that all people 

might be saved.  It‟s about 

humility by all and the fruit 

it produces verses pride 

and the fruit it produces. 

Paul paints more of the 

back drop for this discus-

sion and shows all the 

church praying.  This is of 

highest importance for both 

men and women.  Men and 

women are exhorted to 

resolve their anger and 

resentment issues before 

they come together for 

prayer.  Romans 12:17-21 

reveals the details of this 

action.  

Continued... 
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Prayer is an act of sub-

mission to God; leave it 

there and don‟t misuse 

prayer seeking to accom-

plish selfish or vengeful 

purposes.  Don‟t misuse 

prayer in the congregation 

to condemn someone in the 

church or to sing one‟s own 

praises.  Don‟t confuse 

one‟s posture or the place-

ment of one‟s hands with a 

submissive and humble 

heart before God.  If your 

praying is pleasing to 

God, neither pride nor con-

demnation will result. 
*Hands: whether literal or 

figurative refers to power; 

especially in Hebrew, hand is 

a means or instrument). 
Strong's Greek & Hebrew Dictionary 

Use prayer to express 

your own submission to 

God‟s authority and to 

plead for God‟s mercies to 

be upon all others.  This is 

good and pleases God.  

Pray for the salvation of 

others knowing this is God‟s 

great concern. 

“Paul’s primary concern 

in the text is not the posture 

one assumes in prayer but the 

inner attitude and lifestyle of 

the one praying. “Holy 

hands” is a call for deeds 

that demonstrate the pure 

life.  The closing words of 

this admonition, “without 

anger or disputing,” refer to 

the kind of soiling hands may 

have.  Both terms seem to 

point to particular sins of the 

false teachers. “Disputing” 

means in general “thought,” 

“opinion,” or “reasoning.”

At issue are humility 

and the fruit it produces 

verses pride and the fruit 

it produces. 

People in the congrega-

tion can confuse a „Pastor-

Teachers‟ submission to 

God and resulting 

„Servants heart;‟ his hum-

bleness and meekness with 

weakness.  As the „fangs‟ 

of the wolves within the 

church begin to show, at-

tempts to replace God‟s 

chosen are sure to follow.  

Thereby many a disheart-

ened „Pastor-Teacher,‟ cho-

sen by God, step down to 

make way for a self ag-

grandizing, congregation 

approved and appointed, 

leader. 

The decision for a re-

placement begins.  He is 

most often selected from 

those perceived to be the 

most intellectual, those with 

the strongest opinions, or 

those who are the most 

effective debaters.  None 

of these are worthy quali-

fications.  

You at MBC have not 

done this and I believe 

the result has been God’s 

blessings upon us.  Con-

tinue as you have started 

and God’s blessings on 

us will remain.  

“Obey your spiritual 

leaders, and do what they 

say. Their work is to watch 

over your souls, and they 

are accountable to God. 

Give them reason to do this 

with joy and not with sor-

row. That would certainly 

not be for your benefit.” 
Heb. 13:17 (NLT) 

The picture Paul paints 

shows the men and women 

are not sitting together.  

The women get the choice 

back rows that are always 

filled first in churches these 

days.  The men, like 

„Attention Deficit‟ children, 

are forced to sit in the front 

rows.  Oh the unfairness of it 

all.  That‟s why the women 

were not permitted to ask 

questions or make comments 

during the service.  Order 

and peace in a church ser-

vice are desired.  No one is 

to disrupt for the sake of 

showing their superior think-

ing or reasoning skills.  

Paul continues painting 

and this time we see two 

women.  The first is in a 

beautiful garden, the sec-

ond is in a humble stable.  

These are important consid-

erations that must be fac-

tored into the church leader-

ship equation.  First, women 

are not to be the „Pastor-

Teacher‟ of a church.  Paul 

refers to their susceptibility 

to deception and uses Eve 

as his example of reason.  

Women are not forbidden 

to teach men, they are for-

bidden to be the „Pastor-

Teacher‟ of the church.  They 

must not decide what the 

church is to believe thereby 

exercising authority over the 

men in leadership.  

Then, the greatest honor 

ever bestowed upon man-

kind is given to women.  

Through a child born of a 

woman, God sent a re-

deemer for fallen man.  

There is a much bigger 

picture on the backdrop that 

Paul recognizes Timothy al-

ready knows.  When the

Paul expects us to 

use good discernment here 

also.

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Like a few others at 

Mountain Bible Church, I join 

the daily commute up and 

down the mountain for work 

every day.  The drive al-

ways provides a good op-

portunity to observe the 

good and bad aspects of 

human nature on the high-

ways.  Sadly one of the 

most common traits is arro-

gance to the point at times it 

seems a complete lack of 

regard for anybody else on 

the road to the point of 

sometimes dangerous be-

havior to others while be-

hind the wheel. 

I got to thinking about 

the difference between the 

arrogance displayed by 

many on the road and the 

politeness displayed by a 

few.  Politeness is many 

times considered weakness 

by the world, and is many 

times confused with meek-

ness by the people of the 

world.  I am reminded that 

meekness in Christ is not nec-

essarily weakness as viewed 

by the word, but in actuality 

is a great strength as from 

my observations of some 

great Christians in my life as 

true meekness produces in-

ner peace.  It is proof of 

greatness of soul that only a 

relationship with Christ can 

provide.  It comes from a 

heart too great to be moved 

by insults or even the diffi-

culties of life.  It looks upon 

Christ for its strength and 

inner peace.  

An example of this in my 

life was borne out in the life 

of Lilihantee, a little Lauje 

lady living in the highlands 

of Central Sulawesi, Indone-

sia.  I first met Lilihantee 

when I started flying sup-

plies into Lauje mission sta-

tion for missionaries Bonard 

and May Whatley during 

the Kurahasan or “War on 

the Christians” that began in 

the late 90‟s and ended in 

the mid 2000‟s in Central 

Indonesia. 

Lilihantee would show up 

at the mission house hopping 

along on one leg supported 

by a rough wooden crutch 

that I later found out Bonard 

had made for her.  Lili was 

always smiling, cheerful and 

always wanted to engage 

the missionaries in what 

seemed to be lively conver-

sation.  I did not speak 

Lauge so I did not really 

understand what she was 

saying. 

On one of my flights the 

weather closed in on me and 

I was not able to fly out as 

usual, and around the dinner 

table that night I was able 

to ask Bonard and May 

about Lili‟s life story?  

Bonard and May shared 

that many years ago Lili 

and her husband had been 

some of the first believers in 

the valley and had 4 chil-

dren.  But as the years 

passed her husband began 

to walk down to the coast 

and trade in the town that 

was about a days walk 

down the mountain for the 

Lauge people.  While there 

he came in contact with the 

local Muslim Imam or 

teacher at the mosque and 

through gifts from the Imam 

and other means he con-

verted to Islam. 

When he returned to the 

village of Lauge he insisted 

that Lili convert to Islam also, 

but she refused to abandon 

her precious Jesus, then the 

beatings and abuse by her 

husband began because she 

refused to renounce her 

faith.  The more he beat the 

more faithful she was to the 

Lord and continued to tell 

her neighbors of the good-

ness of her Jesus with ten-

derness and meekness that 

can only come through great 

suffering. 

One night in a rage her 

husband took a “parang” or 

bush knife with a blade 

about 18 to 20 inches long 

and proceeded to hack on 

her with it, he was only 

stopped when other villag-

ers responded to her cries.  

Her husband then aban-

doned her and her 4 chil-

dren and went down the 

mountain, joined the Muslim 

community, and married a 

Muslim women. 

Lili was carried by jungle 

stretcher to the mission sta-

tion where May a nurse was 

able to bandage and stabi-

lize her till the mission air-

plane could fly in the next 

day and medi-vac her to 

Palu the provincial capital, 

and to the Salvation Army 

hospital where the staff was 

able to save her life but had 

to amputate her leg. 

She recovered and re-

turned to Lauge to take care 

of her 4 children, this in-

volved working small gar-

den plots on the sides of 

mountains on 20 to 35 de-

gree slopes hobbling on one 

leg supported by a crude 

wooden crutch as she works 

the hard soil to eek out a

substance living to take care 

of her children. 

Along the way she raised 4 

children to follow the Lord, 

praising God everyday for his 

provisions and in talking with 

May never uttered a word of 

complaint about her lot in life, 

all she wants to do is talk 

about the wonderful things 

that God did in her life 

through his son Jesus Christ. 

Every time I saw her for 

the next 2 years worth of 

flights I never saw her with a 

sour look or in a bad mood, 

she always radiated a quiet 

joy and a deep sense of 

peace and meekness in repre-

sented by Matthew 5.5 that I 

have found in few places in 

this world.  God truly did raise 

up one little lady named Lili-

hantee who demonstrated to 

me what true meekness and 

inner strength that a life in 

Jesus Christ demonstrates.  The 

last time I saw Lili was April 

2005 as I flew out of Lauge 

for the last time.  She was 

hobbling across the soccer 

field that served as a heli-pad 

next to Bonard and Mays 

house, a smile on her face no 

doubt praising the Lord for his 

goodness to her. 

When I think I am having a 

bad day or somebody cuts me 

off and I feel like getting mad.  

I find myself remembering 

back to the lessons in meekness 

as described in the scriptures 

taught to me by a  little na-

tional lady named Lilihantee 

far away in the mountains of 

Lauge village.
